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ABSTRACT

Asian Economics Community (AEC) is the economic integration of the Association of Southeast
Asian Nations (ASEAN) member countries which has generated strong interest from foreign investors
since most member countries are developing economies or emerging economies with strong growth
potential. As a result, the amount of foreign direct investment has been increasing steadily in the

ASEAN region. Given the objective of promoting equity in economic development of all member
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countries, we have analyzed the potential supporting factors for investment capital. Analysis of the
strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats (SWOT analysis) as a whole, based on information
from the Global Competitiveness Report 2015 - 2016 by the World Economic Forum, is used to analyze
the internal factors as well as external factors that related to defining strategies for FDI inflows from
abroad into AEC member countries. The research found that overall AEC member countries have
strengths (Higher Education and Training, Macroeconomics Environment, Goods Market Efficiency,
Labor Market Efficiency, etc.) and weaknesses (Infrastructure, Higher Education and Training,
Institutions, etc.) that should be further developed. In this connections, eight strategies have been
proposed as follows: (1) Investment privileges strategy, 2) Productivity enhancement strategy,
3) Promoting investments in infrastructure and logistics strategy, 4) Developing entrepreneurial supplier
strategy, 5) Developing the capacity to accommodate foreign investment strategy, 6) Financial market
development strategy, 7) Developing infrastructure from internal funds strategy, 8) Cluster-based
workforce development of industries and investor protection which require cooperation and mutual
assistance among Member States to formulate policies laying the strong economic foundation for the

region.
