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ABSTRACT

This article motivates parents to realize the value of educational investment in the Thai
era. 4.0. The purpose of this study was to determine the rate of return on education calculated
using the elaborated method comparing 1) the completion of junior high school (compulsory),
2) the completion of senior high school in vocational courses, and 3) the completion of senior
high school in the curriculum courses. The sampling was young workers aged 15 to 45 years
using data from the labor force survey. The National Statistical Office in Thailand in 2015 found
that the male and female workers that decide to study further in senior high school will have
a drop of 5.5 percent and 3.5 percent in the internal rate of return respectively in educational

investment, and male and female workers that decide to study further for a vocational degree
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will have an increase of 9.5 percent and 7.5 percent in the rate of return respectively. Therefore,
parents should decide to have their children study vocational education (vocational certificate),
which is more rewarding than curriculum courses (high school certificate). For vocational
institutions, the proportion of vocational students and labor production should be in line with

the requirements of business and Thailand’s 4.0 policy.
